What they determined was that conspicuity improvement was a
simple way and inexpensive wé&y reduce a rider's risk of injury
or death. Riders wearing reflective or fluorescent clothing had a
37 percet lower risk of a crash and sdmuent injury than those
who were not wearing such materialdnterestingly, for those
wearing regular (nonreflective) riding gear, there was no
association betweennsks of crash related injury and the color of
their clothing.

But unlike the study's findings regarding regular riding gear,
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helmet color does make a differend@ompared with wearing a blatlelmet,wearing a white helmet was
associated with a 24 percent lower risk of injuRed, yellow, and orange helmets showed a 19 percent
lower risk of injury.

And, although this point is moot in the United States, where motorcycles have beppedqwith
constant-on headlights since 1978, use of the headlight during the day reduced the risk of crash relat
injury by 27 percent.These results are consistent with the Hurt Study, published in 1980, which also note
that wearing high visibility ding gear and using the headlight during the day were associated with a lowe
risk of being hit by a car.
